* This is a scientific edition of a major text of pre-Islamic Iranian
apocalyptic literature. It presents a sort of digest of total knowledge
of human destiny. The text was extraordinarily popular at the
beginning of the 20™ century and the Parsees in India used it as a
book for predicting the future

. This work of enormous erudition is at the forefront of present works
in the realms of Iranian philology and History of Zoroastrianism.
When it is published, it is expected to be the definitive reference for
the international communities of Iranian scholars.
